It encouraged us to make our homes safer and incorporate simple fire prevention methods!

A few of the suggestions David:had for us

1 Keep a Fire Extinguisher by your bed-most fatal fires occur when you are in bed asleep.
L 1 It can be used to break a window, or spray a clear path.
1 Hit the bottom of your Fire Extinguisher, and shake it at least 2 fimes a year. Store them on their sides. . r& !
1 Purchase a Fire Extinguisher for you college student to keep in their bedroom.
1 Vacuum Outlets (using brush attachment) to remove dust, then plug kiddy safety covers in unused outlets.
1 Keep any material/drapery/bedding at least 6 inches from outlet. -
1 Discard used batteries in a sealed Ziploc bag. Batteries in the garbage can cause fires!
1 Watch where you store your batteries - don't have then near paper or flammables
1 Keep dryer lint removed from the dryer at least 3 feet away from dryer.
1 Never run the dryer while sleeping.
1 Vacuum your surge protectors for computer electrical outlets and plug safety cover in unused outlets.
1 Change Air Filters for your furnace twice as often as recommended-change a 90-day filter every 45 days
1 Dust is highly flammable
" 1 Check batteries on fire alarms and replace/vacuum if you can, around the fire alarms.
1 Make a plan with your family to have a cenftral place to meet outside
1 If you have occupied second story bedrooms, consider purchasing a rope ladder.
1 Have a baseball bat or golf club near bedroom windows to break and clear jagged glass for escape.

PECANS FILL THE BILL
Researchat Temple -based Scott & Whit e, one of the
health -care systems , has established that pecans are one of our healthiest foods.

Indeed, cholesterol -free pecan meat is an antioxidant rich in calcium, magnesium,
iron, potassium and fiber. One ounce of pecans has about the same amount of

fiber as a medium -sized apple and provides 10 percent of the recommended daily
value for fiber.

Vitamins? Check: A, B and E.

An ounce of pecans has more zinc than a 3.5 -ounce piece of skinless chicken
breast. Season a chicken breast with a bit of salt, a dash of pepper, a bit of thyme
and a dusting of pecan flour and sauté it. Zinc will go about its business guarding
against infections, even as you serve the bird with a drizzle of pecan gravy.
