3 egg whites (beat stiff)  

1 cup sugar  
20 RITZ or smaller crackers (rolled fine)  

dash salt  

1 tsp vanilla  

1 cup pecans (chopped)    

8 oz cool whip topping  

Small b ite -size chocolate bar or red hot candies  

¶ Beat egg whites until stiff, (works very well in 

a glass bowl)  

¶ Add sugar, salt, vanilla, cracker crumbs, and 
pecans.  Mix thoroughly.  

¶ Pour into buttered 9" pie plate and  bake for 

25 to 30 minutes in a 350 degree oven.  

¶ After it cools, cover with cool whip topping.  

¶ Use cheese grater to grate chocolate bar over 

top of whipped cream - Or . . .  

¶ Place red -hot candies on top for decoration!
