Pecan Bars 
Alice Klemashevich  
 

Crust  
 

3 cups flour  

1/4 cup + 2 tbl sugar  

3/4 cup butter, softened  

3/4 tsp salt  

Mix well (will be dry and crumbly)  and press 

into a jelly roll pan (sprayed with Pam).  Bake at 

350 degrees for 20 min.  

Topping  
 

4 eggs, slightly beaten  

1 1/2 cup sugar  

1 1/2 cup Karo  
3 tbl butter, melted  

1 1/2 tsp vanilla  

2 1/2 cup pecans, chopped  

Pour over crust after the crust has baked for 20 

min.  Then bake entire pan for 25 min or until 
middle springs back slightly when touched. Note 

that edges may get a bit over done in order to get 

the middle cooked.  

Cut into bars.
