Enrollment:  

1. We have the largest student body in our history at more than 48,700, making Texas A&M University the 

seventh-largest university in the nation. Adding enrollment from Galveston (1,774) and Qatar (414) 

campuses brings the total to 50,891, which makes us the fifth largest. 

 

2. For fall 2010, we‘ve had record applications from 26,600 students; more students than ever want to come to 

Texas A&M. 

3. In our continuing efforts to serve the students of Texas and beyond, our regional Prospective Student Centers 

continue to do a great job providing as many opportunities as possible for students with the potential to 

succeed to attend Texas A&M University. 

4. Texas A&M strives to increase diversity in socioeconomic status, gender, ethnicity, cultural background and 

geographical region. We also continue to enroll more than twenty-five percent first generation students 

and maintain steady increases in formerly underrepresented students. 

5. We enrolled 189 National Merit Scholars, ranking us in the top ten nationally. 

6. Texas A&M ranks sixteenth in the nation in most international students with a record 4,558. 

Scholarships and Financial Aid:  

7. Approximately 79% of our students receive some form of financial aid. 

8. Approximately $3.5 million academic scholarship dollars were accepted last fall. The total awarded to these 

students for four years is approximately $14.5 million.

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9. As of December, 2009, former students and friends of the university have committed more than $189 million 

to the Texas A&M Foundation. The multiyear $300 million Operation Spirit and Mind initiative raises private 

funds for endowed scholarships and graduate fellowships for Aggies in all fields.  

Construction:  

10. We are in the last stages of a record $800 million in new campus construction and renovation. We‘ve been 

very fortunate considering other universities have been forced to shut down their construction projects. 

11.  Military Walk will be completed in the spring, restoring a historic passage way through the heart of main 

campus. 

12. The renovation of the Memorial Student Center is on time and on budget. It represents the best of Aggie 

traditions, and, once reopened in 2012, will represent the best in state-of-the-art student union facilities. 

13. We celebrated the opening of three important new buildings in November and December. The first was our 

new Interdisciplinary Life Sciences Building, followed by the grand opening of the Texas A&M Institute for 

Preclinical Studies. Both help usher in a new era of multidisciplinary teaching and research that will lead 

to life-changing medical breakthroughs. 

14.  We formally dedicated the George P. and Cynthia W. Mitchell Institute for Fundamental Physics and 

Astronomy, and the George P. Mitchell ‘40 Physics Building. This marked a major step in moving Texas 

A&M to international preeminence in fundamental physics and astronomy.  

15.  Our new Agriculture Headquarters Building and the Emerging Technologies and Economic Development 

Building are currently under construction 

16.  On the drawing board are our long-awaited new Arts and Humanities Building on main campus as well as 

the renovation of the historic YMCA Building. 

17.  Our next challenge is to begin focusing on the maintenance and rehabilitation of approximately 600 existing 

campus buildings.  

Rankings:  

18.  We received a first-place national ranking by the American Council of Trustees and Alumni for our focus ―on 

education, not reputation.‖ We are one of only seven institutions in the country to receive an ―A‖ for our 

core course requirements. 

19.  The Princeton Review ranked Texas A&M University among the top 10 public ―best value‖ colleges for 2010— 

the only public institution in Texas to be included in the top-tier ratings. 

20.  Smart Money magazine, in its most recent rankings, placed Texas A&M first nationally for ―payback ratio‖ 

and The Washington Monthly consistently ranks Texas A&M among the top five institutions nationally on 

the basis of service to the nation. 

Faculty:  

21. We are continuing to reap the benefits of our five-year initiative to hire nearly 450 new professors. Many are 

earning major national and international teaching and research awards.  

 

22.  For the first time, Texas A&M University has made the National Science Foundation‘s Top 20 for research 

expenditures in science and engineering. It is the only Texas university to achieve this national ranking.  

 

23. Our plans for new hires include seven or eight world-class scholars in the next five years. Our most recent 

notable hire was Dr. David Lee, 1996 Nobel Prize winner in Physics. 

 

24. Research expenditures for 2008 increased by 6.99 percent to $582 million.
